
 

 

Police FCU Annual Meeting Board of Directors Elections 2010 
 
 
Police FCU will have three positions on the Board of Directors up for election this year. 
Each position is for a three-year term. Eligible voting members will receive ballots and vote 
during the Annual Meeting on May 1, 2010. 
 
Members who are interested in being nominated for positions on the Board of Directors must 
submit a letter that includes:  a statement of qualifications, biographical vitae, and a statement of 
initial agreement to serve if elected. 
 
 
Eligibility requirements for nomination are as follows: 
 
1. Must have a minimum of five years membership and be in good standing with Police FCU. 
2. Must be at least 18 years of age by the date of the Annual Meeting (May 1, 2010). 
3. Cannot have been convicted of a crime involving dishonesty or breach of trust. 
 
Other considerations for these roles include: 

• A history of demonstrating good judgment in personal finances. 
• Demonstration of the ability to evaluate complex financial documents and reports in 
  order to make informed policy decisions. 
• A commitment to volunteering without compensation, working long hours, and 
attending meetings and training sessions regularly. 
• Although not required, a volunteer history with Police FCU is highly favored.
